1. Poster guidelines 
 

Ø Poster display: Posters should be on display from Tuesday 26th 8:30 am until Wednesday 
27th 3:00 pm. 

 
Participants are encouraged to put up the posters on the poster-display area on Tuesday 26th before 
the beginning of Session 3 (8:30 AM to 9:00 AM). Posters should be taken off on Wednesday 27th 
before Session 8 (3:00pm to 3:15 pm). 
The posters that will be not removed during the appropriate time will be recycled. 

Ø Poster format: Maximum poster dimensions are 120 cm (height) x 90 cm (width) = A0 in 
PORTRAIT. Poster areas will be equipped with poster boards and material to hang your poster. 

 
Ø TIPS for your poster:  
Posters should be readable by viewers two meters away. The message should be clear and 
understandable even without oral explanation. The following guidelines have been prepared to 
help improve the effectiveness of poster communication. 
• The abstract: The presentation must cover the material as cited in the corresponding 
submitted abstract and use the official abstract title as submitted and make it easy to read.
